Concentrations of teardowns

n 2002, the National Trust for

Historic Preservation identified

100 communities in 20 states

that were experiencing tear-

downs in historic neighborhoods.
In May, 2006, the National Trust then
identified 300 communities in 33
states. By March, 2008, that number
is climbing fast with the National
Trust for Historic Preservation now
documenting over 500 communities
in 40 states.

The New York metropolitan area is
the epicenter of the teardown epi-
demic, with New Jersey ranking first
in the nation in the number of places
experiencing significant numbers of
teardowns.

Major concentrations of teardowns
are occurring in and around Atlanta,
Austin, Boston, Chicago, Dallas,
Denver, Los Angeles, Minneapolis,
New York City, Raleigh, Salt Lake
City, San Francisco, Tulsa and
Washington, D.C.
