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THE LAS PALMAS BUSINESS HISTORIC DISTRICT is Palm Springs’ �rst historic 
district (designated in 1986).  �e district contains 43 properties of which 16 have been 
designated contributors to the district.  �e district represents a microcosm of the development 
of the town and contains representative samplings of Spanish colonial buildings interspersed 
with the nascent Desert Modern works for which the town is known today.  Among the Spanish 
buildings, the El Paseo Building is the oldest.  Of the contemporary buildings, none is more 
signi�cant than the Kocher-Samson building (1934, Kocher & Frey, 766 N. Palm Canyon), 
the town’s �rst international style building.  Additional information can be found in our tribute 
journal  Desert Spanish: �e Early Architecture of Palm Springs.
